Minutes of Regular Meeting of Board of Aldermen
March 7, 2019 at 6:30 p.m.

The Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Skip Blancett.

Mayor Blancett gave the Invocation and the Board of Aldermen led the Pledge of Allegiance to
the United States and Texas flags.

Board Members Present: Mayor Skip Blancett, Mayor Pro-tem Frank Coachman, Aldermen Andy
Jackson, Michael Coggin, and Michael McDougal.

Staff Present: Village Administrator Don Ferguson, City Secretary Cara McPartland, Fire Chief
Shane Berrier, and Tourism Director Chadley Hollas

Citizens Communications

Pete Stebbins of 1206 Ambrose Drive spoke on three recent electrical power outages and asked
for the Village's assistance in obtaining information from ONCOR on these outages. He also
spoke on the lack of building activity observed at a residence on Chisholm Trail.

Linda Reynolds of 507 Santa Rosa referenced the status of the Sanctuary development and said
that 300 acres of land have been promised sewer usage. She said that this land may suddenly be
sold and developed with hundreds of dwellings. She stated that the Village is still under contract
to provide sewer to any builder, whether that builder is Billie Hanks, Jr., D.R. Horton, or Carothers,
as Mr. Hanks can sell his land to anyone who would get the same previously agreed upon deal.
She expressed concerns “for the future developer welfare Village residents must support.” She
questioned claims that young families cannot find affordable housing in the Village and said she
can name at least ten young families who have moved here in the past few years. She asked: “Who
are the families who cannot afford to move to Salado?” She said her daughter could not afford a
house in Austin and had to move half an hour outside of Austin and commute. Mrs. Reynolds
stated there are many places in the world that Saladoans could not afford to live and referred to a
cabin in Maine that she owns, but could not afford to buy in the current market. She asked what
is the rush “as far as the developer welfare being promised at the corner of Royal and Smith
Branch.” She questioned where are the people who want affordable housing. She asked where
children who may live in the proposed development are going to play. She asked why the Village

has not amended its ordinance to require green space. (The full text of Mrs. Reynolds’ comments
is attached to these minutes.)

After Citizens Communications, Mayor Blancett presented a resolution of recognition and
appreciation to outgoing Planning and Zoning Chair Larry Roberson. Mayor Blancett and
Alderman McDougal cited Mr. Roberson’s record of service, particularly his instrumental role in
resolving critical issues during the I-35 improvement project.
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1. Zoning Board of Adjustment

A. Hold a public hearing and consider a request for a variance from Section 5.3C1B of the
Village of Salado Zoning Ordinance, which prohibits fences in the front yard of any Single-
Family Residential lot, for a property located at 501 Van Bibber Road in Salado, Bell
County, Texas. (Chrissy Lee, Development Services)

Mayor Blancett explained the Board of Aldermen will now convene as the Zoning Board of
Adjustment in order to hold public hearings and consider variance requests. Chrissy Lee reminded
that as the Board of Aldermen is now convened as the Zoning Board of Adjustment, Mayor
Blancett becomes a voting member for Agenda Items 1A and 1B.

Ms. Lee presented the variance request, including details on the fence’s location, proposed
setbacks, fence materials/color, similar fencing on surrounding properties, public notification, and
responses received (six responses in support).

Ms. Lee noted the following conditions required for a variance:

1) That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting the land involved such that
the strict application of the provisions of this Ordinance would deprive the applicant of
the reasonable use of the land; and

2) That the variance is necessary for the preservation and enjoyment of a substantial property
right of the applicant; and

3) That the granting of the variance will not be detrimental to the public health, safety or
welfare, or injurious to other property within the area; and

4) That the granting of the variance will not have the effect of preventing the orderly use of
other land within the area in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.

Village Administrator Ferguson reminded that any motion to approve the variance must include
affirmative findings on all of the aforementioned conditions.

Mayor Blancett provided information on public hearing procedures. Ms. Lee introduced applicant,
Allen Sandor, to the Board. Mr. Sandor asked the Board to allow him to extend and improve the
existing fence and add an access gate.

Mayor Blancett opened the public hearing and announced the first, second, and third calls for
speakers beginning at 6:55 p.m. No public comments were heard. Mayor Blancett closed the
public hearing at 6:56 p.m.

Discussion established that property lines and setback measurements have been verified and that
there are no encroachment issues.

Alderman Coggin moved to approve the request for a variance from Section 5.3C1B of the Village
of Salado Zoning Ordinance, which prohibits fences in the front yard of any Single-Family
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Residential lot, for a property located at 501 Van Bibber Road, including affirmative findings on
all of the above required conditions. Alderman McDougal seconded.

Alderman Coggin stated the proposed fencing blends in with surrounding properties and said what
Mr. Sandor has done with his property is commendable.

Motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

B. Hold a public hearing and consider a request for a variance from Section 4.1G4A(1) which
prohibits detached accessory buildings in front of the main building and Section 3.4G2A,
which requires a minimum twenty-five (25) foot front yard setback for a detached garage
for a Single-Family Residential lot located at 506 San Pedro Street in Salado, Bell County,
Texas. (Chrissy Lee, Development Services)

Mayor Blancett introduced the item and Ms. Lee presented the request for a variance to allow the
applicant, Brandon Quintanilla, to construct a detached garage on a slab that has existed prior to
1996. She provided details on the subject property’s location, property lines/measurements,
current zoning/setbacks, public notification, and responses received (three responses in support).

Ms. Lee noted the following conditions required for a variance:

1) That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting the land involved such that
the strict application of the provisions of this Ordinance would deprive the applicant of
the reasonable use of the land; and

2) That the variance is necessary for the preservation and enjoyment of a substantial property
right of the applicant; and

3) That the granting of the variance will not be detrimental to the public health, safety or
welfare, or injurious to other property within the area; and

4) That the granting of the variance will not have the effect of preventing the orderly use of
other land within the area in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.

Also noted were photos of the subject property showing the existing slab and back yard topography
limiting options for slab placement. Discussion between Mayor Blancett and Ms. Lee established
that the property lines were personally inspected, as those lines on the survey were difficult to read.
She felt comfortable that the slab is 10-15 feet from the property line based on her observations.

Applicant Brandon Quintanilla thanked his neighbors for their support of his efforts to beautify his
property and the Board for the opportunity to present his variance request that would allow him to
build his dream garage. He provided reasoning for the variance request to build a detached garage,
including use of the existing slab, which will increase the value of his property and associated
property tax revenue to be used in support of our community’s needs. He noted the existing slab
is set far enough back to pose no safety concerns. He said the property’s terrain limited the
previous owner’s option for placement of the slab.

Discussion addressed the subject property’s driveway location, distance of the slab from the
property line, intended use of the garage, and support from the applicant’s neighbors.
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Mayor Blancett opened the public hearing at 7:10 p.m. and announced the first call for speakers.
Neighboring property owner Sara Whitis of 524 San Pedro spoke highly of the applicant’s
improvements to the subject property and supported the variance request.

Mayor Blancett announced the second and third calls for speakers. Hearing no further public
comments, Mayor Blancett closed the public hearing at 7:12 p.m.

Alderman McDougal moved to approve the request for a variance from Section 4.1G4A(1) which
prohibits detached accessory buildings in front of the main building and Section 3.4G2A, which
requires a minimum twenty-five (25) foot front yard setback for a detached garage for a Single-
Family Residential lot located at 506 San Pedro Street, including affirmative findings on all of the
above required conditions. Alderman Jackson seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mayor Blancett reconvened as the Regular meeting of the Board of Aldermen.

2. Consent Agenda

A. Approval of minutes of the Regular Board of Aldermen meeting of February 21, 2019.
B. Accept the resignation of Larry Roberson from the Planning and Zoning Commission.

Alderman McDougal moved to approve the Consent Agenda, as presented. Mayor Pro-tem
Coachman seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

3. Status Reports
A. Village Administrator’s Status Report
e Wastewater Project Update

Village Administrator Ferguson reported treatment plant construction is substantially completed.
The collection system construction and treatment plant perimeter fencing are completed. He
advised that collection system crews are running ahead of schedule on the Salado ISD service
extension, which includes installation of a wastewater collection line on Salado School Road and
a bore on Williams Road to begin in the next two weeks. He noted the target date for system start-
up is April 2, 2019. He reported letters are being sent out next week on connection procedures
and additional information will be available on the Village’s website, such as lists of
plumbers/electricians and properties to be connected. He displayed a photo of the treatment plant
site and anticipated an opening ceremony to be held in early April.

e Old Mill/Armrowhead Intersection Repairs
Village Administrator Ferguson reported on the history of testing to determine whether the cause
of asphalt degradation was due to a water leak. Initially, tests were negative for leaks, but

subsequently a water line leak was detected under the driveway of a home just west of the Old
Mill/Arrowhead intersection. As the leak has since been repaired and the road has dried out
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significantly, the original plans to install French drains have been cancelled at a savings of about
$30,000. Road base repairs are scheduled once the road base has dried out sufficiently.
o Senate Bill 282

Village Administrator Ferguson reported on the so-called “Salado Bill” which would require
liquidated damages stemming from TxDOT project delays to be spent on transportation projects
in the TxDOT district where the project delay occurred. This bill would help target liquidated
damages funds to be allocated to TxDOT districts where damages occurred, as opposed to being
allocated to districts all over the state from TxDOT’s general fund. He noted that Mayor Blancett
testified before the Senate’s Transportation Committee where the bill passed unanimously and will
proceed to a vote in the Senate and House. It was noted that contractors paid $535,000 in liquidated
damages to TxDOT as a result of the IH-35 project in Salado.

e Main Street Improvement Project

Village Administrator Ferguson reported on TxDOT’s commitment to not paring down the project,
despite bids coming in about $1,000,000 over. He advised contract execution is expected in May,
with construction hoped to start in mid-June. He reported this 18-month project includes
construction of sidewalks, decorative street lighting, drainage, and bridge improvements. Relating
to concerns about Main Street bridge improvements/replacement, he noted that the latest TxDOT
traffic studies show that Main Street could qualify for significant funding.

o May 2019 Election Update

Village Administrator Ferguson reported that four candidates will be on the ballot, as two names
were withdrawn, He advised that the drawing was held to determine order of the names on the

ballot. He noted voting equipment, polling location (at Salado Civic Center), early voting, and
election day dates/times.

In response to Mr. Stebbins’ earlier comments during Citizens Communications, Village
Administrator Ferguson reported that the Village received notification yesterday afternoon from
ONCOR that there are loading issues on some of their power lines on Royal Street. He advised
that ONCOR is addressing the issue of increasing capacity to balance the load and recognizes the
importance of maintaining service to Salado and the new wastewater treatment plant. Regarding
comments about the unfinished residential construction on Chisholm Trail, Village Administrator
Ferguson said the owner was made aware at a meeting last week of his window to complete
construction, with monitoring of progress to continue.

Mayor Blancett thanked Village Administrator Ferguson for his handling of the Old
Mill/Arrowhead road repairs. Village Administrator Ferguson expressed appreciation for Salado
Water Supply Corporation’s detection of the leak before funds were expended for drainage work.
Regarding Senate Bill 282, Mayor Blancett said Salado set the standard for other small towns that
may benefit from this legislation.

B. Salado Police Status Report
o Calls for service

¢ Citizens on Patrol (COP) Program
Village Administrator Ferguson reported that calls for service will be presented at the Board’s next
meeting. He advised that COP volunteers have acquired jackets and hats. COP volunteer Merle
Stalcup displayed one of the jackets and thanked the Board and Village Administrator Ferguson.

Salado Police Officer David Guthrie was introduced as the senior lead officer until the police chief
position is filled. Village Administrator Ferguson introduced newly hired Salado Police Officer

Sonia McGee and highlighted her background and experience. Officer McGee stated she is happy
to be in Salado.

C. Salado Fire Chief Status Report
e (Calls for service

No report was given, as Fire Chief Shane Berrier received a call that required him to leave earlier
in the meeting.

D. Tourism Director’s Report

Salado Marketing Plan Update
e Visit Widget
e Upcoming Events

Tourism Director Chadley Hollas reported on social media advertising, display ads, and
general/specific event promotions. He demonstrated the Visit Widget application and explained
various features of the application such as event calendar, online visitor’s guide, contacts page,
maps, tours, lodging, and things to do. After the Visit Widget presentation, there was brief
discussion of Mr. Hollas’ presence and community involvement, including driving the trolley on
weekends.

4. Discussion and Possible Action

A. Discuss and reconsider possible action regarding a proposed Concept Plan and associated
variance request relating to minimum lot size for an approximately 54-acre, three phase,
residential subdivision to be located at the northeast corner of the intersection of Royal
Street and Smith Branch Road. (4/derman Andy Jackson)

Mayor Pro-tem Coachman recused himself from the meeting at this time, as he is an adjacent
property owner.

Alderman Jackson stated he asked for this item to be reconsidered from the Board’s last agenda.

Village Administrator Ferguson noted that separate motions to approve and table action at the
Board’s February 21% meeting died for lack of a second.
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Village Administrator Ferguson reviewed the Concept Plan and variance request, which includes
the applicant Larry Rosamond’s intent to annex the subject property into the corporate limits of
the Village. It was noted that the subdivision would be served by the new Salado Wastewater
System and Salado Water Supply Corporation. Details were provided on the planned number of
lots (approximately 171 single family residential lots to be developed over a two-year period), lot
sizes (minimum lot size of slightly under '4-acre), sidewalks, drainage collection ponds, and the
developer’s payment of park fees (in lieu of parkland dedication). He noted that the developer has
agreed to dedicate Smith Branch Road to the Village, which is considered a prescriptive easement
due to its use and maintenance as a public road for many years. There is an undedicated easement
on the north side of the property used by adjacent property owners for access in out and of back
yards over the years. The developer has indicated willingness to work with property owners to not
develop or possibly sell that particular easement in order to maintain its current use. It was noted
that dedicating the subject easement as parkland would not allow room for vehicle access for
adjacent property owners. Discussion between staff and the developer regarding various options
to adhere to the originally requested !4-acre lot size (as opposed to slightly under) resulted in the
conclusion that the development would lose 30-35 lots, therefore, the proposed minimum lot size
variance requested is approximately .2 acres (slightly under ‘-acre). He advised the Village
Engineer’s review of the Concept Plan has found it to be compliant with Village ordinances with
the exception of minimum lot size requirements. It was stressed that this is a concept plan designed
to show access, street location, phasing, and number/type/size of lots, and if approved, the
developer will file a preliminary construction plat for review and consideration.

Discussion addressed existence of sufficient wastewater capacity; impervious cover requirements;
sizing of wastewater line; future growth and its impact on wastewater capacity; and development
phasing.

Developer Bear Rosamond of 11475 Stinnett Mill spoke on the phasing timeline, housing materials
(self-tmposed rule of 80% masonry), projected home prices, and reasoning for requested minimum
lot size.

Developer’s engineer Monte Clark of 215 North Main Street, Temple, Texas, spoke on the
approximately .2 acre smallest lot size, average lot size (73 feet by 126 feet), and comparison to
minimum lot sizes in surrounding cities. Mr. Rosamond stated a tree survey was conducted to
allow for select cutting, as opposed to clear cutting. He stated there will be sidewalks throughout
the development (including ADA-accessible) and asphalt streets with curbs. Discussion
established that there will not be perimeter fencing or gates, but there would be four access points
to the development. Mr. Rosamond stated that there would be a mandatory homeowners
association to maintain neighborhood aesthetics. Discussion continued on approximate number of
garden and patio homes; number of lots that the developer would lose if minimum lot size were
.25-acre as opposed to .2-acre; minimum setbacks; and developer’s desire as Salado resident to
build a nice development that will blend in with Salado and maintain high standards.

Pete Stebbins of 1206 Ambrose Drive spoke in support of the Concept Plan and associated variance

request. He felt it makes sense to have smaller lot developments as an alternative to maintaining
large lots and to collect revenue for the newly built sewer system.
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Steven Kirkpatrick of 901 Center Circle concurred with Mr. Stebbins’ remarks and supported the
proposed development as an opportunity to generate revenue from sewer users and through
property taxes.

Merle Stalcup of 2025 Indian Trail spoke in opposition to the proposed development due to lot
layout, minimum lot size, and concerns of loss of use of the existing portion of gravel road as an
implied easement since 1983.

Larry Sands of 2300 Indian Trail spoke in support of the proposed development, including benefits
of voluntary annexation through increased tax bases (both sales and property taxes) and revenue
from sewer connections . He spoke of the developer’s plans to build attractive single family homes
with lovely hardwood trees and sidewalks that are close to our shops, restaurants, golf course, and
churches. He said this proposed development would generate over $600,000 in funds to help pay
for the new wastewater system. He stated this developer is from Salado and wants our Village to
prosper with a new tax base with homes that fit Salado’s look.

Sara Whitis of 524 San Pedro spoke in support of the proposed development and trusted the
developer, who is a Salado resident, to create homes for a growing Salado that targets families
with children.

Alderman Jackson moved to approve the Concept Plan and associated variance request to allow
for a minimum lot size of .2 acre, as presented in the revised Concept Plan. Alderman McDougal
seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 2-1. Alderman Coggin voted against. Mayor Pro-tem
Coachman recused.

Mayor Pro-tem Coachman returned to the meeting at this time (8:38 p.m.).

B. Discuss and consider possible action regarding a proposed policy relating to the wastewater
system connection requirement for new customers who have recently acquired a new septic
system. (Village Administrator)

Village Administrator Ferguson advised that this item will be continued until the Board’s meeting
of March 21, 2019.

C. Discuss and consider possible action regarding the proposed creation of a task force to
make recommendations regarding minimum lot size requirements for future subdivision
developments within the corporate limits of Salado and its ETJ. (Village Administrator)

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended a five-member task force consisting of
representatives from the Board of Aldermen, Planning and Zoning Commission, and the
Comprehensive Plan Update Committee.

Alderman McDougal moved to approve creation of the task force, as recommended by Village
Administrator Ferguson. Mayor Pro-tem Coachman seconded.
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Alderman Coggin felt that action on Agenda Item 4A, which included a variance request for
minimum lot size, should have been delayed until a task force was in place to further examine this
issue.

Motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

Village Administrator Ferguson asked the Board to submit names to be considered for formal
appointment on a future agenda. There was discussion of including names of Salado citizens,
whether or not they are currently serving on Village boards/commissions.

D. Discuss and consider possible action setting a date for a Special Board of Aldermen
meeting to establish service rates for the Salado Wastewater System. (Village
Administrator)

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended Monday or Tuesday as possible meeting dates.
Agreement was reached to hold the meeting on Tuesday, March 12, 2019 at 6:00 p.m.

E. Discuss and consider possible action regarding a proposed interlocal agreement between
the Village of Salado and the Salado ISD relating to reimbursement of costs for the
extension of wastewater service to the Salado ISD properties located on Salado School
Road and Williams Road. (Village Administrator)

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended approval of the agreement providing for Salado
ISD’s reimbursement of costs for the extension of wastewater service to the Salado ISD properties
located on Salado School Road and Williams Road.

Alderman McDougal moved to approve the interlocal agreement, as presented. Alderman Jackson
seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

F. Discuss and consider possible action regarding a proposed professional services agreement
with Jacobs/CH2MHill relating to the provision of management, operation and
maintenance services for the Village of Salado Wastewater System. (Village
Administrator)

Alderman Coggin recused himself from the meeting at this time due to a possible conflict of
interest.

Village Administrator Ferguson highlighted key provisions of the three-year agreement, including
scope of services, annual cost of approximately $161,000, emergency response/repairs, preventive
maintenance, and certain separately billed costs. Discussion addressed the turn-key nature of the
agreement, with no Village personnel or vehicles to be provided; system monitoring; general and
operating liability insurance; and favorable reputation of Jacobs/CH2MHill.

Mayor Pro-tem Coachman moved to approve the professional services agreement with
Jacobs/CH2MHIill relating to the provision of management, operation and maintenance services
for the Village of Salado Wastewater System. Alderman Jackson seconded. Motion carried on a
vote of 3-0. Alderman Coggin recused.
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Alderman Coggin retumed to the meeting at this time (8:53 p.m.).

G. Discuss and consider possible action regarding a voluntary annexation petition submitted
by the Salado Independent School District for the District’s Thomas Amold/Salado School
Road property. (Village Administrator)

This item was heard after Agenda Item 4H.

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended Board members vote to accept the Salado 1SD’s
annexation petition for its Thomas Amold/Salado School Road property for the purpose of
obtaining wastewater service from the Village.

Alderman McDougal moved to approve the voluntary annexation petition submitted by the Salado
Independent School District for the District’s Thomas Arnold/Salado School Road property.
Alderman Jackson seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

H. Discuss and consider possible action regarding a voluntary annexation petition submitted
by the Salado Independent Schoo! District for the District’s Williams Road property.
(Village Administrator)

This item was heard after Agenda Item 4F.

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended Board members vote to accept the Salado ISD’s
annexation petition for its Williams Road property for the purpose of obtaining wastewater service
from the Village.

Alderman Jackson moved to approve the voluntary annexation petition submitted by the Salado
Independent School District for the District’s Williams Road property. Alderman Coggin
seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

I. Discuss and consider possible action regarding the proposed annexation of the Williams
Road right-of-way from West Village Road to FM 2484. (Village Administrator)

This itern was heard after Agenda Item 4G.

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended Board members vote to approve the proposed
annexation of the Williams Road right-of-way from West Village Road to FM 2484, which is
needed to facilitate the planned annexation of Salado ISD’s Williams Road property for the
purpose of wastewater service extension.

Mayor Pro-tem Coachman moved to approve the proposed annexation of the Williams Road right-
of-way from West Village Road to FM 2484. Alderman Jackson seconded. Motion carried on a
vote of 4-0.
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J. Discuss and consider possible action regarding the proposed annexation of portions of
Salado School Road between Thomas Amold Road and West Village Road. (Village
Administrator)

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended approval of the proposed annexation which
includes portions of rights-of-way on Salado School Road between West Village Road and
Thomas Amold Road, with two portions owned by Bell County and one portion belonging to
Salado ISD.

Alderman Jackson moved to approve the proposed annexation of portions of Salado School Road
between Thomas Arnold Road and West Village Road. Mayor Pro-tem Coachman seconded.
Alderman Coggin said this is a historic moment for the Village of Salado and Salado ISD and
Alderman McDougal thanked Village Administrator Ferguson for helping expedite this long-
awaited annexation process. Village Administrator Ferguson noted that Agenda Items 4G-J were
on the Board’s February 28" Special meeting agenda, but were placed on this agenda to avoid any

questions regarding presence of a super majority at the Special meeting. Motion carried on a vote
of 4-0.

K. Discuss and consider possible action regarding a request to authorize payment for unused
holidays for Sergeant Matt Hicks. (Village Administrator)

Village Administrator Ferguson recommended approval, as Officer Hicks was unable to use his
holiday time due to duties assumed as Acting Chief and manpower limitations. It was noted that
this item was on the Board’s February 28" Special meeting agenda, but was placed on this agenda
to avoid any questions regarding presence of a super majority at the Special meeting.

Alderman Coggin moved to approve authorizing payment for unused holiday time, not to exceed

96 hours, for Sergeant Matt Hicks. Alderman McDougal seconded. Motion carried on a vote of
4-0.

Addendum to Agenda
4. Discussion and Possible Action

L. Discuss and consider possible action regarding the employment of Chief of Police for the
Village of Salado. (Village Administrator)

Mayor Blancett adjourned Open Session and convened into Executive Session at 9:01 p.m.,,
pursuant to Chapter 551.074 of the Texas Government Code to discuss personnel matters related
to the employment of Chief of Police for the Village of Salado.

Mayor Blancett adjourned Executive Session and reconvened Open Session at 9:31 p.m.

No action was taken in Executive Session.
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Mayor Blancett entertained a motion. Alderman Coggin moved to direct staff to extend a
conditional offer of employment to the candidate, as discussed, and hire said candidate, should
conditions be met. Alderman Jackson seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

Adjournment

Alderman Jackson moved to adjourn. Mayor Pro-tem Coachman seconded. Mayor Blancett called
the meeting adjourned at 9:32 p.m.
